Q1. What position did King Darius set over his kingdom?

Answer: B. One hundred and twenty princes
It pleased Darius to set over the kingdom an hundred and twenty princes. (Daniel 6:1) (Daniel 6:1, KJV)

Q2. Over whom were three presidents appointed?

Answer: B. Over the princes
And over these three presidents; of whom Daniel was first. (Daniel 6:2) (Daniel 6:2, KJV)

Q3. Why did the other presidents and princes seek to find fault with Daniel?

Answer: C. They could find none

Then this Daniel was preferred above the presidents and princes, because an excellent spirit was in him... Then
they sought to find occasion against Daniel. (Daniel 6:3-4) (Daniel 6:4, KJV)

Q4. What law did the conspirators persuade the king to sign?

Answer: A. No one may pray for thirty days
