Q1. Paul marvelled that the Galatians were so soon removed from him that called them into the grace
of Christ unto what?

Paul expresses astonishment that they are turning to a perverted gospel. (Galatians 1:6, KJV)

Q2. Who did Paul say he withstood to the face at Antioch because he was to be blamed?

Answer: C. Peter

Paul rebuked Peter (Cephas) for withdrawing from the Gentiles. (Galatians 2:11, KJV)

Q3. Paul states that 'the just shall live' by what?

Answer: B. Faith

The scripture declares that no man is justified by the law in the sight of God. (Galatians 3:11, KJV)

Q4. According to Galatians 3, what was our 'schoolmaster' to bring us unto Christ?

Answer: B. The law

The law served as a schoolmaster until the coming of faith. (Galatians 3:24, KJV)

Q5. Because believers are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into their hearts, crying what?

The Spirit of adoption allows the believer to cry 'Abba, Father.' (Galatians 4:6, KJV)
