And it came to pass, as if it had been a light thing for him to walk in the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, that he
took to wife Jezebel the daughter of Ethbaal king of the Zidonians. (1 Kings 16:31, KJV)

Q2. Whom did Jezebel serve and provoke Israel to worship?

Answer: B. Baal and Asherah

And it came to pass, as if it had been a light thing for him to walk in the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, that he
took to wife Jezebel the daughter of Ethbaal king of the Zidonians, and went and served Baal, and worshipped him.
(1 Kings 16:31, KJV)

And then carry him out, and stone him, that he may
die. (1 Kings 21:8, KJV)

wall of Jezreel. (1 Kings 21:19, KJV)

And when Jehu was come to Jezreel, Jezebel heard of it; and she painted her face, and tired her head, and looked
out at a window. And as Jehu entered in at the gate, she said, Had Zimri peace, who slew his master?… And he
said, Throw her down. So they threw her down… and he trode her under foot. (2 Kings 9:30, KJV)
