John 6:71 (KJV) — 'He spake of Judas Iscariot the son of Simon.' (John 6:71, KJV)

John 12:6 (KJV) — 'He was a thief, and had the bag, and bare what was put therein.' (John 12:6, KJV)

Q3. For how many pieces of silver did Judas betray Jesus?

Matthew 26:15 (KJV) — 'They covenanted with him for thirty pieces of silver." (Matthew 26:15, KJV)
