Q1. In what was the rich man clothed?

There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine linen, and fared sumptuously every day. (Luke
16:19) (Luke 16:19, KJV)

Q2. What was the beggar's name?

Answer: A. Lazarus

And there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, full of sores. (Luke 16:20) (Luke 16:20,
KJV)

Q3. Where was Lazarus laid?

Answer: A. At the rich man's gate

...which was laid at his gate, full of sores. (Luke 16:20) (Luke 16:20, KJV)

Q4. What did Lazarus desire?

Answer: A. To be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man's table
