Q1. Who made a marriage for his son?

Answer: B. A certain king

The kingdom of heaven is like unto a certain king, which made a marriage for his son. (Matthew 22:2) (Matthew
22:2, KJV)

Q2. Whom did the king first send servants to call?

Answer: C. Them that were bidden to the wedding

And sent forth his servants to call them that were bidden to the wedding: and they would not come. (Matthew 22:3)
(Matthew 22:3, KJV)

Q3. What were the first invitees doing instead of coming?

Answer: B. One went to his farm, another to his merchandise

But they made light of it, and went their ways, one to his farm, another to his merchandise. (Matthew 22:5) (Matthew
22:5, KJV)

Q4. What did the rest do to the king's servants?

Answer: B. Slew them

And the remnant took his servants, and entreated them spitefully, and slew them. (Matthew 22:6) (Matthew 22:6,
KJV)

Q5. What did the king do to those who murdered his servants?
