Q1. Of what wood was the ark made?

Answer: A. Gopher wood

Make thee an ark of gopher wood; rooms shalt thou make in the ark, and shalt pitch it within and without with pitch.
(Genesis 6:14, KJV)

Q2. How long was the ark?

Answer: A. Three hundred cubits

The length of the ark shall be three hundred cubits, the breadth of it fifty cubits, and the height of it thirty cubits.
(Genesis 6:15, KJV)

Q3. How many of every clean beast went into the ark?

Answer: A. By sevens, the male and his female
Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by sevens, the male and his female. (Genesis 7:2, KJV)

Q4. How many days and nights did it rain?

Answer: A. Forty days and forty nights
For yet seven days, and | will cause it to rain upon the earth forty days and forty nights. (Genesis 7:4, KJV)

Q5. How old was Noah when the flood came?

Answer: A. Six hundred years old
And Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of waters was upon the earth. (Genesis 7:6, KJV)
