Q1. At Jesus' baptism, which three persons were present together?

Answer: A. Father, Son, and Holy Ghost

Matthew 3:16-17 (KJV) — 'Jesus... went up straightway out of the water... the heavens were opened unto him, and
he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove... And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son."'
(Matthew 3:16, KJV)

Q2. What are believers commanded to do 'in the name of' in the Great Commission?

Answer: C. The Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost

Matthew 28:19 (KJV) — 'Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the
Son, and of the Holy Ghost.' (Matthew 28:19, KJV)

Q3. In 1 John 5:7, what is the witness in heaven?

Answer: A. The Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost

1 John 5:7 (KJV) — 'For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and
these three are one.' (1 John 5:7, KJV)

Q4. Which person of the Trinity is called 'the Comforter' or 'the Spirit of truth'?

Answer: C. The Holy Ghost

John 14:26 (KJV) — 'But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall
teach you all things." (John 14:26, KJV)

Q5. In Genesis 1:26, what phrase suggests plurality within the Godhead?

Answer: B. 'Let us make man in our image, after our likeness'

Genesis 1:26 (KJV) — 'And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have
dominion over the fish of the sea.' (Genesis 1:26, KJV)

Q6. Who spoke from heaven at the transfiguration?

Answer: B. The Father

Matthew 17:5 (KJV) — 'While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and behold a voice out of
the cloud, which said, This is my beloved Son, in whom | am well pleased; hear ye him." (Matthew 17:5, KJV)

Q7. Which New Testament passage mentions the grace of the Lord Jesus, the love of God, and
communion of the Holy Ghost?

Answer: B. 2 Corinthians 13:14

2 Corinthians 13:14 (KJV) — 'The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the communion of the
Holy Ghost, be with you all. Amen.' (2 Corinthians 13:14, KJV)

Q8. In John 1:1, who is identified as being 'with God' and also being God?

Answer: B. The Word

John 1:1 (KJV) — 'In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.' (John 1:1,
KJV)

Q9. Which person of the Trinity descended at Pentecost?

Answer: C. The Holy Ghost

Acts 2:1-4 (KJV) — 'And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind... and it sat upon
each of them. And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost." (Acts 2:4, KJV)
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Q10. Who is described in Scripture as 'eternal’ and ‘without beginning of days'?

Answer: B. Melchizedek as a type, and the Son

Hebrews 7:3 (KJV) — Melchizedek was 'Without father, without mother, without descent, having neither beginning
of days, nor end of life; but made like unto the Son of God.' Christ Himself is eternal (Micah 5:2, John 8:58).
(Hebrews 7:3, KJV)
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
