Paul left Titus in Crete to ordain elders in every city. (Titus 1:5, KJV)

Q2. According to Paul, a bishop must be blameless, as the what of God?

Answer: A. Steward
The scripture states a bishop must be blameless, as the steward of God. (Titus 1:7, KJV)

Q3. Which group of people did a prophet of their own describe as 'alway liars, evil beasts, slow
bellies'?

Answer: C. The Cretians
Paul quotes a prophet saying the Cretians are alway liars and evil beasts. (Titus 1:12, KJV)

Q4. Paul instructs Titus that aged women should be teachers of what kind of things?

Aged women are exhorted to be 'teachers of good things'. (Titus 2:3, KJV)
