And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. (John 8:32) (John 8:32, KJV)

Q2. What did Jesus say He is?

Answer: A. The way, the truth, and the life

Jesus saith unto him, | am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. (John 14:6)
(John 14:6, KJV)

Q3. What did Jesus pray in His high priestly prayer about God's word?

Answer: A. Thy word is truth
Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. (John 17:17) (John 17:17, KJV)
